The Hell’'s Gate Airtram display replicates the
rockwork of the attraction with sculpted Fiberglass-
Reinforced-Concrete (FRC) over a welded steel
frame. The tram and sign face were routed on a
MultiCam Router from 30-pound Precision Board
and then assembled over a welded steel frame.

Two information panels were digitally printed and
mounted to aluminum. The entire sign was hand-
painted with acrylic paints. It is 24" tall, 30" wide
and about 10" thick.

This 4" x 13" flag-mounted
projecting sign is all aluminum
construction, internally
illuminated by high-output
fluorescent lamps. The small
copy is routed 3/4" thick clear
acrylic push-through. The
“PLACE? letters are reverse
channels with white neon halo.
The dark background areas of
the sign are painted with the
Black /Black Zolatone for a
textured finish.
